Double click on the msi.
Follow the instructions.
When you have  a 64-bit version of windows and you don't have Visual Studio Tools for Office Runtime 4.0 installed, you should install it manually. This is because the file that the installer downloads is corrupt.

You need the Netpresenter Player to view the result.

Start PowerPoint.
Click on the Ribbon 'Netpresenter'.
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[bookmark: _Toc268264720]Settings
Click on the 'Properties' Item.
Click on the 'Settings' tab.
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Show for # seconds
This is the duration of a slide.

Transition between slides
Here you can choose a transition that is used for every slide.

Alert
When this option is on and you publish with Pop-up, then a red flashing border is seen on every slide.

Slide Quality
Sets the quality of the image.


[bookmark: _Toc268264721]Templates
A template is used to position the slide in your image. The PowerPoint Publisher contains a default template FullScreen. This template can't be removed.
Click on the 'Properties' Item.
Click on the 'Templates' tab.
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[bookmark: _Toc268264722]Import template
Click on the 'Import'-button.
A 'File Open' dialog appears.
Select the template file.
Click the 'Open' button.
The template will be imported.
[bookmark: _Toc268264723]Remove template
Select the template.
Click the 'Remove' button.





[bookmark: _Toc268264724]Outputs
It is possible to choose where you want to publish the presentation to. At this moment the Netpresenter PowerPoint Publisher 2007/2010 supports local paths and UNC locations. It is also possible to choose the template you want to use.
Click on the 'Properties' Item.
Click on the 'Output' tab.
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[bookmark: _Toc268264725]Add Output
Click the 'Add' button.
A dialog appears:
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Name: the name that will appear in the user interface. We recommend using a name that is logical ea: building A, TV in reception, …
Location: is the local path or UNC location to where the presentation is saved.
Template: the template that will be used when the presentation is created.
[bookmark: _Toc268264726]Edit
Double click on the output.
An edit dialog appears.
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Change one or more fields.
Click the 'OK' button to apply the changes.
Click the 'Cancel' button to cancel the changes.
[bookmark: _Toc268264727]Remove
Select the output.
Click the 'remove' button.
The output will be removed.


[bookmark: _Toc268264728]Publishing a presentation
You have 2 options:
1. Publish
Publishes the presentation to a channel with normal priority.
2. Publish with Pop-Up
Publishes the presentation to a channel with highest priority. When the channel is loaded, the player will pop-up.

Click the 'Publish' or 'Publish with Pop-up' button.
A dialog appears:
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Select the output.
Click the 'OK' button.
The channel will be published.

Note
Make sure that every user who wants to publish has 'Modify' permissions to the publish location.


[bookmark: _Toc268264729]Creating a template
Create a netpresenter channel. The filename of the channel is not important. A template can only have 1 channel. This channel must have 1 slide with an image "[PPT_image]". The PowerPoint Publisher will replace this image with the image of a PowerPoint slide.
e.g.
CHNL 1002
SLIDE "Unnamed"
BEGIN
 ID 1
 BIMAGE "[PPT_image]"
 RECTANGLE 0 0 6400 4800
 COLOR 0 0 255 TYPE 0
END

This channel needs to be zipped.
There are 2 options:
1.  Zip the channel and it's content.
2.  Put the channel file and it's content in a folder and zip this folder.

Change the extension of the zip file to '*.nppt'.
The name of the template is the name of the zip file.
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
